The National Park Service Announces A Public Scoping Meeting on the White-tailed Deer Management Plan/EIS for Catoctin Mountain Park

National Park Service staff will conduct a public scoping meeting on the White-tailed Deer Management Plan/Environmental Impact Statement for Catoctin Mountain Park. The public meeting will be held in the cafeteria at Catoctin High School on Tuesday November 9, 2004 from 5:30 P.M. until 9:00 P.M. Catoctin High School is located at 14745 Sabillasville Road, Thurmont, Maryland 21788.

National Park Service staff will give a brief presentation during the meeting. Displays, brochures, information and posters on the measurement of deer population density at Catoctin Mountain Park, the current status of white-tailed deer management, documented impacts on forest regeneration and the National Environmental Policy Act (NEPA) process will be presented.
