Consultation

A press release was distributed on June 2, 2004, requesting scoping comments related to the Finley Creek gravel extraction project.  A copy of the press release is attached as appendix D.  Scoping was accomplished using the press release and a scoping letter, which was sent to 102 agencies, individuals, and interest groups on the park’s mailing list, including residents and businesses in the Lake Quinault area.  Two park internet addresses were provided to the public to input scoping comments, including the general park email address and the NPS Planning Environment and Public Comment system (PEPC) internet address.

There were 11 responders with scoping comments, including one agency (Federal Highway Administration), three organizations (Olympic Park Associates, Olympic Forest Coalition, and The Mountaineers) and seven individuals.
