Johnson City, TX – The National Park Service has just published a newsletter outlining the progress of the special resource study of the Waco Mammoth Site located in Waco, Texas. 





This 68,000 year old paleontological resource is being studied because the combination of both in situ articulated skeletal remains and excavated specimens represent the only recorded instance in the nation where a matriarchal herd of Pleistocene Columbian mammoths have been discovered.





Special resource studies are initiated upon the direction of Congress. Studies can evaluate a number of things, with specific focus dictated by the language of the legislation. In the case of the Waco Mammoth Site, Congress specifically requested that a study be conducted to evaluate the site’s potential for inclusion as a new unit of the national park system.





To receive a favorable recommendation from the National Park Service, a proposed addition to the national park system must (1) possess nationally significant resources, (2) be a suitable addition to the system, (3) be a feasible addition to the system, and (4) require direct management by the National Park Service instead of protection by another public agency or the private sector.





The National Park Service is seeking public input on a range of management options currently under consideration for the site.
