Project Termination – Environmental Assessment covering Viking Exploration, Inc.’s Application for Permit to Drill the #14-19 Gov’t Viking Exploratory Well

The National Park Service (NPS) and Bureau of Land Management (BLM) hereby give notice of project termination for the development of an environmental assessment covering Viking Exploration, Inc.’s (Viking) Application for Permit to Drill (APD) a single exploratory well on federal oil and gas lease UTU9406 within Glen Canyon National Recreation Area, with access through Grand Staircase-Escalante National Monument, in Garfield County, Utah.  On December 8, 2006, the BLM returned to Viking the APD, unapproved, due to Viking’s failure to provide information needed for the agencies to complete the environmental assessment.  The lease included two sections in Glen Canyon National Recreation Area, and an adjoining section in Capitol Reef National Park.  The lease expired on February 28, 2007.  
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
