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the Lincoln Home backyard, and on Burch lot, the Brown lot, and the Carrigan lot, as well as original buildings on the Arnold and Corneau lot will provide opportunities to see exhibits that illustrate Lincoln’s life as well as features of life in Springfield in the mid-19th century.  Visitors’ experiences will be enhanced by living history programs and ranger-led tours, self-guided neighborhood tours, wayside exhibits, and other tours and programs that will take advantage of the latest technology.  Day-long curriculum-based educations programs will also be offered.





The NPS will rehabilitate the neighborhood’s historic landscape to provide visitors with an understanding of and appreciation for the size, density, and diversity of this mid-19th century Springfield neighborhood.  New features such as foundation outlines and fences, residential streetscapes, sidewalks, and stairs could be built to reflect the mass, density, and spatial organization of the neighborhood in Lincoln’s time.





Most NPS offices will be consolidated and moved to the new headquarters in the rehabilitated Stuve House and Stuve Carriage House.  Five historic houses no longer used by the NPS offices will be offered for lease.  The visitor center will be expanded to provide space for two small NPS ranger offices when Eastern National’s operations (museum store) expand into the existing ranger offices.  A new curatorial facility will be built in the southeast corner of the site.  A boundary adjustment will be sought to include the half block between Edwards and Cook streets and between South Ninth and the alley between 8th and 9th to address important operational and management issues by removing maintenance functions from several historic structures in the historic core and consolidating them into a new facility.  All employee and volunteer parking would move to this new area.





To ensure that implementation of the actions protects unimpaired natural and cultural resources and the quality of the visitor experience, a consistent set of mitigating measures will be applied to actions proposed in this plan.  These include environmental reviews required by the National Environmental Policy Act, National Historic Preservation Act and other relevant legislation.

Springfield, IL – The National Park Service (NPS) approved the General Management Plan/Environmental Impact Statement (GMP/EIS) that will provide a comprehensive direction for resource preservation and visitor use, direction for management of the Site, and a basic foundation for decision making for Lincoln Home National Historic Site for the next 15 to 20 years.





The GMP/EIS was formally adopted by the NPS with the signing of a Record of Decision (ROD) by Midwest Regional Director Michael T. Reynolds on February 27, 2012.  The NPS selected the preferred alternative, Alternative 2, “A Retreat from Modern Life in the Heart of the City,” as described in the Abbreviated Final GMP/EIS issued in November 2011.  Under the selected action the NPS will focus on providing visitor opportunities to experience the historic Lincoln neighborhood as Lincoln knew it during his residence in Springfield, Illinois.





Under Alternative 2, the Site management will focus on rehabilitating the historic neighborhood landscape to offer visitors a strong sense of the neighborhood as Lincoln knew it.  This goal will be accomplished by extensive rehabilitation at the core of the Site, but less extensive away from the core.  The Lincoln lot will be restored if there is significant documentation.





The current Visitor Center at 426 South Seventh Street will continue to be the point of first contact for visitors and will continue to offer information, exhibits and a film on Lincoln’s life.  New buildings in 
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
