Glen Canyon NRA is located in Coconino County, Arizona and Kane, Garfield, Wayne and San Juan Counties in Utah.  

The IPM plan will provide guidance to reduce risks to the public, park resources, and the environment from pests and pest-related management strategies.  IPM is a science-based, decision making process that coordinates knowledge of pest biology, the environment, and available technology to prevent unacceptable levels of pest damage, by cost-effective means, while posing the least possible risk to people, resources, and the environment.  
The proposed IPM plan will provide:

· A review of Glen Canyon NRA’s pest control goals and objectives, including invasive species
· A review of major pest management issues for all aquatic and terrestrial resources in both developed and back county locations
· Detailed methods for implementing  species specific Integrated Pest Management throughout the park

Currently Identified Alternatives

1) No-Action Alternative.  This alternative represents the baseline or benchmark from which to compare the impacts of the proposed project.  In this case, “No-Action” means the proposed IPM plan would not be implemented;

2) Proposed Action.  Glen Canyon NRA would implement the IPM plan. 

During the completion of this EA, Impact Analysis will be conducted at a minimum on the following resources areas: Water Resources, Waters of the U.S./Wetlands, Cultural Resources, Fish and Wildlife and Species of Special Status, Visitor Use and Socioeconomics, Park Operations and Wilderness.
