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IN REPLY REFER TO:

Glen Canyon National Recreation Area (NRA) and Greenehaven Development Corporation (GDC) have initiated an environmental assessment (EA) on a project that would allow the Greenehaven community to connect to the Park’s wastewater main.  Glen Canyon NRA is soliciting public comments on the scope of the EA to help identify issues and alternatives for the planning process and the EA analysis. The EA will evaluate potential impacts to the natural, cultural, and human environment as a result of construction activities related to the proposed action.  

The purpose of the project is to allow wastewater to be transported from the wastewater site of the Greenehaven Sewer Company to the in-place service ‘tee’ installed in the NPS force main. The Arizona Department of Environmental Quality has determined that utilizing a force main to connect into the existing National Park Service (NPS) force main, with wastewater ultimately transported to the city of Page’s wastewater treatment plant is in the best interest of public health, safety, and welfare for the region.

The route of the proposed GDC force main would be placed within the U.S. Highway 89 right-of-way.  The actual route will be approximately 100 feet north of the center line within the 400 foot right-of-way, in previously disturbed areas. The GDC will also install a service ‘tee’ for use by the Arizona Department of Transportation (ADOT). All impacts of the project will be limited to the road corridor along U.S. Highway 89 and will include the placement of the in-ground piping, lift stations, and required monitoring devices.  

The wastewater generated by Greenehaven would join all wastewater generated in the Wahweap area and flow to the city of Page’s wastewater treatment plant.  In 2002, the NPS paid a $1.1 million tap fee to the city of Page to utilize the city’s wastewater treatment plant and fund improvements in the city.  The NPS also built a lift station in Page, lined the city’s wastewater treatment pond, and constructed a wastewater pipeline in the city, which amounted to an additional $1.16 million in improvements.  Glen Canyon NRA pays for wastewater generated at Wahweap at the city’s standard commercial rate of $2.50 per thousand gallons.  Residents of Greenehaven would pay for their wastewater at the city’s residential rate of $4.00 per thousand gallons. 

The environmental assessment will be available for public review in late fall 2006. During the scoping period, the public is invited to identify any issues, concerns, or potential alternatives concerning this proposed project.
