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NPS RELEASES ENVIRONMENTAL ASSESSMENT FOR UPGRADING WASTEWATER TREATMENT SYSTEM AT CALLVILLE BAY
William K. Dickinson, Superintendent of Lake Mead National Recreation Area, has announced the release of an environmental assessment analyzing options for upgrading the wastewater treatment systems at Callville Bay.  The existing system collects wastewater from both NPS and concession facilities.  Several new facilities have been added in the area since the current system was put in place, with others still planned, and the upgrades are necessary to ensure that park can accommodate current and future demands while meeting all environmental requirements related to the treatment of wastewater.  The EA evaluates the No Action alternative and four action alternatives.
