
Newhalem Penstock Saddle Replacement
Project Update:   July 3 – 7, 2017

      

PROJECT OVERVIEW
Seattle City Light will be replacing 52 deteriorating, wooden saddles that support the 
Newhalem Penstock with new, cast-in-place concrete saddles. These old saddles are no 
longer safely support the penstock. The new saddles will provide structural stability and 
protect the integrity of the penstock.

PROJECT LOCATION

 The Newhalem Penstock is located on the 
south bank of the Skagit River, in the town of 
Newhalem, WA. The project is within the Ross 
Lake National Recreation Area, which is part of 
the North Cascades National Park Complex.

 Poured concrete footings for saddles 45 – 54 
(even numbered).

 Set forms for the walls of saddles 45 -54.
