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Carbon River Area Access Management - Alternative 2 (Preferred)
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Construct up to four logjams between the 
Entrance and Maintenance area.  One of 
these could initially be a series of two rock 
barbs. Construct grade control structures
on Ranger Creek and unnamed tributary 
near Chenuis (approx. three each) to 
facilitate removal of large culverts.  
Construct 5-9 road/trail humps between 
Milepost 0 and 1.4 and approximately 15 
between Milepost 1.4 and 4.4. Construct 
six log-crib walls or toe-roughened log-
crib walls and one buried groin to retain 
trail. Drop logs spanning the Falls Creek 
Channel to serve as check dams (with 
fish passage features).  Potentially 
construct grade control structures on 
Falls Creek tributary.
