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• If possible, new parking area will be identified and constructed 
outside Carbon River Entrance via partnership agreement.
• Reconstruct historic Carbon River Entrance arch.
• Construct up to four logjams between Carbon River Entrance 
and Maintenance Area.  One of these could initially be a series 
of two barbs.
• Number, location and design of road humps constructed to 
divert water across road would vary among alternatives.
• Existing buildings at Carbon River Entrance removed, except 
vault toilets.  New visitor contact station constructed.
• Parking, picnicking and interpretive exhibits developed at 
Carbon River Entrance and Maintenance Area.
• All buildings and structures at Maintenance Area removed, 
except CCC garage relocated to boundary expansion area.
• Road culverts on perennial streams replaced with larger fish 
friendly open bottom, box culverts, or trail bridges based on 
specific alternative.
• Isput Creek road bridge would be either retained or removed 
and replaced with trail bridge based on specific alternative.
• Ipsut Campground redesigned based on specific alternative, 
except a new backcountry camp would be developed out of 
the floodplain along the Wonderland Trail upon completion of 
the new wilderness trail (Alternative 5) 
• Bicycle rack parking provided at Carbon River Entrance, 
Maintenance Area and trailheads, except upon completion of 
the new wilderness trail (Alternative 5) the unimproved trail 
along the Carbon River Road would be closed, ending bicycle 
access in the area.
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
