BAKER, NEVADA – Great Basin National Park is requesting public comment through the park’s website, social media, and a table at the Farmers Market to discuss proposed fee changes to take effect on January 1, 2021 for cave tours, camping and the dump station. 

Cave tour fee increases are proposed to cover the cost associated with providing cave tours and reservable tour tickets on www.recreation.gov. Cave tour fees are used to pay for approximately 60% of the staff hired to conduct tours, purchase flashlights and lanterns used in the cave for tours and other educational tools used during cave tours.
