Study Background

Rosenwald Schools Building Program

1912: Program began through a partnership between Booker T.
Washington, principal of Tuskegee Institute, and Julius Rosenwald.
* The partnership ended with Washington’s death in 1915.

1912-1920: “Tuskegee Phase” of the program.
First school plans developed by Robert R. Taylor.
e First six schools built in 1913 and 1914.

* |n 1915 Tuskegee architects publish a set of initial school prototypes.

1920-1932: “Nashville Phase” of the program.

* In 1920 the program came under the direction of the Julius
Rosenwald Fund and was administered out of the Fund’s Nashville
office.

* New school plans published in 1921 in Community School Plans,
which saw several revisions and new editions.

* Must be feasible as a potential unit of the NPS

- Sufficient size and appropriate configuration to ensure long-
term protection of the resource and visitor enjoyment

- Capable of efficient administration by the National Park Service
at a reasonable cost

* Access

* Threats to the resource
