PURPOSE OF THE PLANNING PROCESS

Evaluate the existing conditions of Sections

D & E of Anacostia Park and develop a set of
recommendations that improve access from
nearby neighborhoods and trails; support current
and future community use, park programming,
and special events; address maintenance issues,
adapt infrastructure to support use and improve
accessibility; and increase resiliency of facilities in
areas of frequent flooding.

THESE RECOMMENDATIONS SHOULD:

e Be consistent with the legislative purpose for Anacostia Park
e Be rooted in an appreciation for the culture of the surrounding
neighborhoods and community desires for the future
e Advance the 2077 Anacostia Park Management Plan preferred
alternative:
- Land and water-based recreation would be expanded to meet
needs of communities; river landscape ecology to be improved
- Infrastructure supporting sports play would be consolidated, with
current capacity retained or slightly expanded; no major new
additions
- Public access to river would be enhanced

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Would you prefer a natural shoreline, the historic
seawall, or a combination of both?

The park is considering options for the waterfront edge that might include a natural
shoreline and repairing and replacing portions of the historic seawall.

CONSIDERATIONS:

e Both natural shorelines and seawalls can provide recreational access to the water,
including fishing, wading, and kayak/canoe launch points

e Both natural shorelines and seawalls can provide flood protection and stormwater
management for the park

e Natural shorelines offer educational opportunities to learn about native landscapes,

wildlife, and ecologies

e The seawall is a character-defining feature of the park’s cultural landscape

e The road and trail could follow a natural shoreline, though in some locations, the
road or trail might need to move inland to accommodate the design of naturalized
shoreline conditions (depending on site-specific conditions)

e The seawall could be repaired to its original condition or could be rehabilitated to a
higher elevation in response to sea level rise

HOW THIS MIGHT CHANGE YOUR PARK EXPERIENCE:

e The visual character of the waterfront could vary greatly, depending on the
waterfront treatment. For example, a seawall would be a hardened (human-made)
edge to the river while a natural shoreline would have a softer edge with more
vegetation.

Pope Branch is currently hidden beneath Anacostia Park in a pipe.

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There are two pedestrian access points that connect to the local
neighborhoods, which forces many people in the surrounding area to

have to drive to the park. The few access points that exist today have poor
infrastructure for people walking or biking and can make the experience of
entering the park uncomfortable.

CONSIDERATIONS:

e Improving sidewalks and lighting promotes pedestrian safety and universal =
accessibility when entering the park from sidewalks and trails.

e Additional signage will help visitors navigate the park easier

e Opportunity for additional access points for bicycles and walkers with
stronger links to the surrounding communities.

e Coordination with other government authorities will be needed to make
updates to entrance areas not owned by the Park.

HOW THIS MIGHT CHANGE YOUR PARK EXPERIENCE:

e Park visitors would have more options for how they want to access the
park, whether by foot, bicycle, or vehicle.

e Park visitors would be able to navigate the park more easily with
landmarks and way-finding signage.

Would you prefer to keep Anacostia Drive
in its existing location or locate it away
from the river for portions of the park?

The Park is considering realigning parts of Anacostia Drive. Currently,
Anacostia Drive runs along the waterfront through the park. Moving the
road would make space for waterfront activities and a natural shoreline
and would provide vehicular access to more areas of the park.

CONSIDERATIONS:

e Moving parts of Anacostia Drive near or away from the river makes
space for other waterfront activities and a natural shoreline.

e Keeping parts of Anacostia Drive near the river preserves vehicular
parking and access to the water.

e Moving or adding parts of the road could help with pedestrian and
biker safety by reducing crosswalks.

HOW THIS MIGHT CHANGE YOUR PARK EXPERIENCE:

e Moving parts of the road away from the river would provide more
choices for waterfront activities for park visitors and provide closer
vehicular access to other parts of the park.

e Keeping parts of the road near the river would preserve a park
visitor’s current riverfront experience.
