In August 2009, the National Park Service conducted

public scoping  meetings in St. Croix regarding the 

special resource study for Alexander Hamilton Estate

Grange and Other Sites. Held August 11th and 12th in

Christiansted and in Frederiksted, these meetings were

an opportunity to inform the public about the special 

resource study and to obtain community input. About 

40 people attended each meeting. Participants were 

flush with enthusiasm and interest regarding Alexander

Hamilton’s life on St. Croix and other local stories.
