Two alternatives for the project are evaluated in the EA: the No-Action Alternative and the Proposed Action Alternative. The No-Action Alternative represents the continued operation of the existing Land Application System (LAS).  The No-Action Alternative would continue to rely on outdated LAS strategies to accommodate increased customer demands. 
 The Proposed Action Alternative would discharge up to 6.0 million gallons per day of reclaimed water to the Chattahoochee River between river miles 340 and 341.  The proposed discharge would increase the capacity and operational flexibility in the Forsyth County beneficial reuse system.
